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The theoretical analysis of the phenomenon of tolerance to the vagueness in
psychological researches, clarification of his maintenance is carried out in the article.

The psychological features of
situation of vagueness and role of situation of vagueness are considered in development
of personality. Tolerance to the vagueness is scientific construction that has an
enormous amount of interpretations.

Attention is accented on the row of approaches that was folded at his study:
tolerance to the vagueness as a line of personality, tolerance to the vagueness as a
situatioonal-specific setting, tolerance to the vagueness as metacognitive description.
New tendencies of research of tolerance to the vagueness fixing of changes conditioned
by a necessity in behavior of personality, that is in the situation of vagueness,
complication, variety.

Not all authors divide a look into tolerance to the vagueness as metacognitive
description, but almost all accede to that tolerance to the vagueness is not simply
related to those or other lines or behavioral symptoms, but also actively takes part in
dynamic processes, that connected with overcoming or generation of vagueness
foremost at cognitive level. Thus tolerance to the vagueness is multilevel and
multidimensional personality construction that can be attributed to integral
descriptions of personality.

Practical meaningfulness of construction "tolerance to the vagueness" is
conditioned by a resource constituent on providing of personality vitality, by viability,
ability effectively to make decision and keep productive activity, achieve success and
get along at difficult vital situations.
