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PSYCHOLOGICAL ANALYSIS OF THE STATE OF RESEARCH ON THE
PROBLEM OF SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL ADAPTATION OF LEARNERS

Adaptation is a special form of reflection of environmental influences, both external and internal, during which a trend
towards establishing a dynamic balance with them arises. In medicine, adaptation is considered from the perspective of
health and disease, norm and pathology. Disease is understood as a kind of adaptive strategy that cannot be resolved by
other means. Disease develops as a process of adaptation and manifests itself in the unity of psychological, physiological
and behavioural components. Therefore, the term ‘adaptation’ can be characterised as interdisciplinary in nature, it is
truly invariant across different scientific fields.

The term ‘coping behaviour’ is translated as psychological coping or adaptive, co-managing behaviour. The definition
of ‘coping’ comes from the English word ‘cope,’ which means ‘to overcome.’ In German psychology, the terms
“Belastungsverarbeitung” (meaning reprocessing of stress) and ‘Bewaltigung’ (meaning overcoming) are synonymous
with it. The term ‘overcoming’ is more common in literature. If they want to emphasise that not all obstacles can be
overcome and difficulties can be solved, they use the term ‘coping’. This refers to reactions (coping mechanisms) and
actions (coping behaviour) that allow a person to maintain psychological stability and eliminate or reduce the harm caused
by adverse life situations, problems, difficulties of everyday life or life events that are triggers of stress. The term ‘coping
behaviour’ is used to describe an individual's way of interacting with a situation, which is consistent with its own logic,
significance for the person themselves and their psychological abilities. Researchers distinguish several approaches to
interpreting the concept of coping.
